Overview of Role

TEACHER OF MUSIC (PART-TIME)

•	 Teach and support groups of students across the age range, including MYP as determined by the 

curriculum needs of the school (up to 21, 50-minute periods out of 33 per week) - pro-rata for 

part-time 

•	 Act as an IB Diploma Extended Essay supervisor and / or an MYP Personal Project supervisor.

•	 With agreement, teach an additional subject as required and appropriate.

•	 Work collaboratively with colleagues to plan and prepare conceptually driven units of study in-line 

with departmental and whole school curriculum aims and objectives.

•	 Fully contribute to Departmental and whole-school meetings, adding strength to the team.

•	 Plan appropriate opportunities for students to demonstrate what they know, understand and can 

do, and provide regular formative feedback to support learning, including through constructive 

self- and peer- assessment. 

•	 Maintain accurate records of progress in-line with the school‘s Assessment and Reporting Policy.

•	 Report on student progress to parents as required by the whole-school Assessment and 

Reporting Policy.

•	 Promptly pass information to Mentor Tutors, House Parents and other relevant staff (and parents) 

when a student’s effort or achievement is praiseworthy or giving cause for concern.

•	 Incorporate relevant out-of-class learning into the curriculum whenever possible.

•	 Ensure that the health and safety requirements of English department, and whole school, are 

adhered to in order to secure a safe working environment for staff and students.

•	 Contribute to whole-school duties as necessary and provide cover for absent colleagues if needed.

•	 Act as a Mentor Tutor for a small group of students including oversight of the students academic 

and pastoral needs, providing necessary guidance, and liaising with relevant parties as 

appropriate. This includes involvement in the whole school Summit Sessions.

•	 Play a full role in the wider learning opportunities and care required of a 7-day a week boarding 

school, including co-curricular activities each week, and support in Boarding houses; this will 

entail evening and weekend commitments

•	 Any other reasonable duties at a level commensurate with the post, as directed by the Subject 

Leader and/or Senior Leadership.
